Quality articles can be submitted to the many popular 
article directories like ezine articles. These directories are packed with rich content that the 
search engines love and it’s a great place to brand yourself and create links to your website. 
However, do no post the same article to more than one article site. Make sure each posting is 
unique. This is a great way for you to get a new website recognized – using the power of the 
article sites.  
 
#2 Build Quality Links for Your Site Using Website Linking Practices  
You want to build links with other websites that have both high traffic because they are popular 
and are relevant to your website. Website links work two ways. They can generate significant 
targeted traffic to your site and it will also aid in boosting your website’s popularity. The search 
engines feel that if you have a hundred links you are more popular than the site that has three 
links. As a result, Google Page Rank will be bumped up. 
 
#3 Search Engine Optimization for Your Website  
Search engine optimization tweaks your site to help it rise in the search engine results. Did you 
know 80 percent of visitors would click on the first link they see on their search? The remaining 
20 percent of visitors will work through the other 19 results on the page. When you optimize 
your site, it will reach the first page of the search results and you can enjoy the traffic it brings to 
you.  
 
#4 Create Joint Ventures With Other Businesses 
Deal with other persons and businesses to create joint ventures to reach a huge target 
audience. For example, let’s say that you own a landscaping business in DC, and then you 
could joint venture with every landscaping related business in the DC area. You can even cross 
promote so that you all can benefit.  
 
There four things can help you to increase your website traffic for your offline business, so why 
not start today? 
 

Bring More Traffic to Your Website for Your Offline Business 

 
One of the most common questions asked by business owners of offline businesses is how to 
bring more traffic to their website, and not just any traffic but targeted traffic. Let’s look at 3 ways 
to do just that.  
 
#1 Guest Posts 
This has become one of the fastest ways to find a larger audience, while you build authority with 
your potential customers. Many marketers rely on this method. It will help you to gain SEO 
benefits too. But you need to be smart about it – no spamming. This is a great way to offer high 
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quality content and what you’ll get is thousands of readers following you rather than just dozens.

#2 The How-To Video  
What is it your customers would like to get from you? Do they get tattoos? Are they 
photographers? Do they want to know how to dye their hair blue?  Whatever your business 
targets, you can make a ‘how-to’ video to help your customers.  
 
These have become increasingly popular with all age groups. You don’t need any expensive 
equipment. Almost every smart phone has a video camera or you can use the camera on your 
computer. Then upload to YouTube and share on website.  
 
Keep in mind that the more competitive the topic the better your video is going to have to be.  
 
#3 A Q&A Session 
You can use Q&A sessions to engage your audience and build rapport and trust with your 
audience who are either existing customers or potential customers. To do your Q&A session 
you can use a telesiminar, webinar or any other tool you find you are comfortable with. Just 
make sure that it is easy for your fans to follow and learn, which will peak their interest and 
ultimately sell your product(s)/service(s). 
 
Bringing traffic to your website is important, but more importantly, you want that traffic to be 
targeted. For example, you sell Widgets A&B but you are promoting Widgets D&E so the traffic 
that comes to your site is looking for something that your offline business doesn’t even sell. This 
technique is annoying and frustrating for consumers. Don’t use it! Spend your efforts brining to 
your website traffic that is looking for what it is you have to offer. Remember the more services 
and perks you offer your potential customer the more likely you are to bring the traffic you want 
to your website.

Make sure you include your web address in the your 
contact information of your press releases and when you are talking about a product or service, 
make sure you have your website address visible wherever you can. 
 
 
Set up your voicemail so that callers can leave a message, but so that they also get your 
website address as another way to see what you offer and even contact you. Often this very 
useful promotional tool is overlooked. 
 
Your email is a good place to include your website address. Email is a major form of 
communication and so it makes sense to have your web address included with your signature 
line. If you do monthly newsletters either digitally or in-print you need to make sure that your 
website address is on there. In other words, you need to refer to your website every opportunity 
you get. 
 
You will want to know just how effective you are in getting traffic to your website. The best way 
to do this is to use custom URL’s. For example www.yourwebsite.com/signup. You should also 
use analytics tools. Google provides a very good set of free tools to help you see how 
successful you are being.

Do not make the mistake of getting 
involved with sites that sell one-way links, as you’ll find yourself penalized by the search 
engines.

But even more, you are likely to get visitors that have visited the other site find their way to your 
site through the link. It’s a good form of advertising that has already targeted the traffic because 
the link clicked was on a related site. According to a recent study, more than 50 percent of 
Internet surfers have visited websites using a referral link. 
 
Referral links can also be useful.  They also help to bring targeted traffic to your site. Here, 
another site will place your link on their site. This is a one way link and so the search engines 
really like this and it can help you place better in the search engines.  
 
In addition, these relevant, referral links can do a great job of bringing targeted traffic to your 
website. Some companies pay for clicks on referral links that are on another website. You might 
look at using such a program for your business.  
 
Both recipricol and referral links play a role in helping to bring targeted traffic to your site to help 
bring customers to your offline business.

This can be a 
simple as having good content on your site where visitors can find answers to their questions, or 
it can be more complex where you are giving away free products/services such as with a draw.  
 
#3 Take Advantage of Viral Content 
Viral content is content that spread rapidly like a virus, but it’s safe content. A user likes your 
content and then shares it with friends, who then share it with other friends, and on it goes – it 
gains momentum all on its own. Viral content can be a great video or good article. It’s popularity 
is based on its appeal that takes it viral. 
 
#4 Use Offline Promotions 
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Offline promotions are often forgotten about, but they are a good way to get traffic for free. 
These days we spend so much time focusing on online promotions that we forget there still 
exists a whole offline world of advertising and promoting. Make sure that you include your 
website address on all printed materials you use. But also remember there are other promotions 
like T-shirts, pens, mouse pads, etc. 
 
#5 Your URL Needs to be Included With Your Signature 
URLs as part of your signature are a good way to bring free traffic to your website. This includes 
your online signature, such as that used on a blog or forum, or in your email and your offline 
signature line.  
 
Getting free traffic is a vast topic and the list of opportunities is just as vast. However, here you 
have five things you can do to increase the traffic to your website.   
 

5 Ways to Drive Traffic to Your Website to Benefit Your Offline Business  

 
If you have just launched the website for your offline business you are likely, hoping to generate 
new leads that turn into new customers.

2. Make sure that all of your relevant phrases and single keywords are on your site. This does 
not mean to keyword spam. It means to keep relevant topics on your sites and make sure that 
your keyword(s) is included in there.  
 
If you are able to get Google front page ranking you are much more likely to have your 
customers find you so it is really worth the work.  
 
3. Make sure that you have relevant information on your pages so that when the searcher 
arrives, they find what it is they were looking for in their search.  
 
4. Make sure that your contact information is easy to find and make sure it appears on every 
page rather than in just one spot.  
 
5. Always make sure that the content on your website is fresh. Never copy what someone else 
has written and don’t make the common mistake of just rewriting something that’s already out 
on the web. You will connect and keep your visitors much better if you are offering brand new 
content that has not been read elsewhere.  
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There’s an additional bonus here and that is, the search engines will also like that you are 
posting completely original content and so it will help you to rank better in the search engines.  
 
6. Make sure that you never stop working on driving traffic to your site using some of the offline 
methods as well as the many online methods. This is critical if you wish to continue to bring 
visitors to your site. 
 

Free Online Traffic for Your Offline Business
